Experience of Video-Assisted Debriefing versus Oral
Debriefing following High-Fidelity Human Simulation.

The abstract from their study follows:

High-Fidelity Human Simulation (HFHS) is used in many disciplines,
including nursing, as an innovative teaching pedagogy that offersan active
learning process. The simulation process involves a number of stages with
the most critical stage identified as debriefing. The main focus of debriefing
isto stimulate reflection and encourage communication while exploring the
emotions of the participants. These emotions assistin framing the
experience that aids in enhancement of learning for the student. This
quantitative, quasi-experimental study explored the comparison of two
debriefing processes, video-assisted and oral, by assessing the students’
opinion of the debriefing experience and the students’rating of the
importance of the debriefing experience. Participants were first semester
baccalaureate nursing students. The overall finding and the four subscales
forboth dependentvariables showednostatistical significance. This article
providesfurtherevidenceto guide educators to a preferred method of
debriefing students after a simulated experience.
